5 The Story Behind My ‘66 Mustang

In 1977 my dad Sid Williams was working at Handyman (kind
a like a “Lowes” back then). One of his co-worker’s husbands came into the
store and was asking about a 1959 Chevy truck he saw in the parking lot. My
dad told him that it was his truck. The conversation led to a trade of this guy’s
1966 Mustang in near showroom condition for my dad’s 1959 Chevy Truck and
$700. My dad called my grandfather to come check out the car, and the deal was
done. My dad had the car for many, many years. Sometime in the 80’s my dad
met my mom and when they were married she worked with my dad for some-
time, he had a company truck and she had the Mustang. Growing up, she al-
ways told me about the time of the transmission quit on her in the middle of
downtown traffic, she had to call my grandfather (dad’s side) to come tow her
home. My other grandfather (mom’s side) was told of the incident and he built a
C4 transmission for the car, only he built it for a V8. The new transmission was
put in the car, but it never did work the same and soon the car was garaged until
the money could be spent to repair it. This is where I come into the picture and
apparently I cost a lot of money ‘cause the car never fixed. It sat there in the
garage and was driven every once in a great while, or when we had to move.

As a young kid, I remember playing in the back seat, playing with Hot
wheels across the backseat, sometimes the center console. The car was claimed
by me. My entire life I wanted the car from day one , I was always begging my
dad to start fixing it up, because I wanted to see it run. Whenever he would start
the car, my heart would race with the motor. I was hooked on cars from then
on.

As I became a teenager the car was on my mind, especially when I
wanted to get my license. The car had gone from garage to being outside to ga-
rage to outside. When I was about 15, my dad remarried and needed the garage
space so it came time to fire up the old mustang to move it out into the yard.
This time it didn’t start, he tried and tried but couldn’t get it to start. So He de-
cided it was time to get rid of the old car. I begged him not to sell my Mustang
because I was coming of age and wanted it my whole life. We agreed if I could
get it to run that I could keep it. We pushed the car into the back yard and I was
right on fixing the problem. I changed out the fuel pump, points and condenser,
some rubber gas lines that leaked and changed the oil...but still nothing. Finally
I learned where the fuel filter was in the carb and changed that out. Turned the
key and again my heart started racing as the motor kicked on with a slight back-
fire, which blew out a rust hole in the muffler. So the car got louder. First thing
I did was check the brakes. I had pressure so I put her in gear and ...nothing.
Transmission did nothing. I checked the fluid which was low so I added some
type and got the car moving on it’s own power. I pulled the car out in front of
the house from the yard and as my dad came pulling up he was so glad to see I
had gotten her running.

As time went on I got a job to pay for stuff on the car. I had the carb
rebuilt, transmission rebuilt by my uncle, added a racing shift kit, tore out the
old interior which was rotten to start getting read for the new black interior I
wanted. I wanted to paint my car dark ivy green just because I love the color,
and I wanted to keep the wheels that were on it because they were just cool. It
took me a year or two to finance getting headliner and glass replaced and the car
ready for the street. From there it went into paint only to find out my car was
originally a ivy green car from the factory. I had decided to keep the inline 6
and keep the car similar to how my dad had the car through the years.

My ‘66 Mustang has been to hell and back from being wrecked in the
left rear quarter to being left for dead in a yard. I drive my car everyday. As
for the future, the original 6 will go back into the car after a full blown rebuild
with all modified parts for higher horsepower and fuel economy. I will keep the
transmission that my grandfather built for the car way back when and for the
rear end I’m not sure what route I’m going to take, but I am set on keeping the
same rims. I just finished the new front suspension 2 weeks ago, and my car will
be going in for surgery around April or May for rust coming through the fend-
ers and then sanding and a repainting of the front fenders hopefully before sum-
mertime.

Oh and the tattoo? Fred is a real Ford Mustang Fan!

Founded August 7, 1849, by George Phipps and party, Georgetown was nicknamed
“Growlersburg because of the heavy nu etts that "growled" in the miners' pans. The
first post office was established in 1851.1 After the disastrous fire in 1852 the old town
was moved from the canyon in lower Main Street to its present site, and, unique in
early-day planning, Main Street was laid out 100 feet (30 m) wide, with side streets 60
feet (18 m). After this new reconstruction, the residents of the city proclaimed their town
as the "Pride of the Mountains". The hub of an immensely rich gold mining area,
Georgetown had a population of about three thousand in 1854-56. As a gold rush camp,
the community outlasted many other towns because the gold found nearby was solid
primary deposits, as opposed to placer deposits. Gold production continued until after
the turn of the 20th century.2

= 2 "It was 4 a.m. in Sacramento when a 100 gun salute shattered the quiet.
People not plannlng on gettlng up early that morning never forgot it. But it was a memorable day for other
reasons, too. It was when electric power arrived in Sacramento over 22 miles of line from the new Folsom
Powerhouse."
