 Automotive Shop safetyðPart 4 in a series by James Hill                   ELECTRIC, AIR , WATER 

 Utilities in a shop are a significant source of hazard.  Most mechanics know how to use them but many amateurs 

have no idea of what are the hazards.  So let me give you some ideas.   

 Of course electricity is shocking. Most electric tools have the standard 3-prong grounded outlet.  Many me-

chanics donôt think about cutting of the grounding prong.  They donôt realize that the metal pieces being worked on may 

easily be a ground for the tool.  And the worker may be a conductor between the tool and the ground wet floor.  Itôs ab-

solutely shocking!  All Electrical outlets should have complete grounding.  That means every outlet has a ñhotò wire, a 

ñneutralò wire, and a ñgroundò wire to provide the safest electrical service.  You can confirm which wire is which by 

testing voltage between each wire and a metal water pipe.  Ask an electrician if you donôt know this. 

There is also an outlet that is called a ground fault circuit interrupterò outlet, ñGFCIò.  It determines when there is a dif-

ference between the electricity into the tool and the amount out.  It can shut off the circuit in one-thousandth of a second 

to prevent electrocution.  Theyôre expensive but such a $10 outlet can save your life.  Talk to an electrician about them 

and your needs.  Most electrical tools have two speeds ñOffò and ñOnò.  Only the more expensive ones have a speed 

control on the trigger.  When you buy one, see if you can get that sped control as it will give you a greater control in the 

torque of the tool and itôs safety.  There is a transformer that generically is called ñautotransformerò, one brand is 

ñVariacò.  It is a completely variable transfer that gives power out from 0 to 135% of the power going in.  You can run a 

heavy drill at a speed between just barely rotation to faster-than-normal. And itôs at your control.  Theyôre expensive but 

theyôre handy.  Scientists know all about them. 

 Battery chargers will operate at a low voltage output of about 6-12 volts dc.  Outputs can range from 2 amps to 

200 amps.  Voltage is unimportant as long as it matches the needs of the battery.  The amperage is often controlled by 

the power consumer (battery). Know that at that low voltage, there is no shock hazard; but amperage  can send a lot of 

power through a wire causing it to heat up and burn something.  Remember also, batteries carry a huge amount of 

power, enough to burn a heavy wire.  A wrong, crossed connection on batteries when ñjump startingò can cause one to 

explode, spraying acid all over.  Never wear any jewelry when working around any electrical wire because ñshortingò 

can cause the jewelry to heat up, it can even burn off a finger; itôs been known.  Your biggest safety device here is your 

shopôs fuse box (or your breaker box).  Everyone working around your shop should know here it is and how to switch it 

to ñoffò to totally kill all the power into the shop.  Your spouse and your children should also know this.  Your circuits 

in that box should be well marked so that specific circuits can be killed.  You should define when to totally kill the 

power and how, so that anyone can ñmake the callò to maintain safety.  Also, if your shop has no outside light coming 

in, you should have one safety light that is separate from all other circuits so that there is always a little light even if all 

other circuits are killed.  Get advice from an electrician on this.   

 Your second power source is compressed air.  Most compressors give you air at about 100 to 125 psi.  This 

pressure can be conducted by most hoses and air lines and most ñquick disconnectò fittings easily operate there.  Do not 

exceed 125 unless you have special equipment needs and then be sure that your lines and fittings are safe.  Be sure your 

compressor can store and deliver the pressure you ask it to do.  Most compressor systems have a water drain on the bot-

tom of the tank.  Be sure you can operate that valve to release condensation in the bottom of the tank.  Notice that most 

compressors have drive belts that are out in the open; you need to isolate the compressor so that people cannot get into 

those belts because one can cut off a finger or break off an arm, and that will ruin your whole day.  You need to have a 

ventilation system that will allow you to move a lot of air through the shop to remove fumes and odors.  Simplest are 

ñwindow fansò.  You can go as far as ceilings mounts of fans that will ñraise the roofò to remove air at the ceiling.  Gen-

tle air movement is comforting while working on a car but it can cause distraction and raise dust.   

 Air ventilation consideration.  If you will be doing much painting, you need to have a paint area that can have a 

gentle air movement to sweep away spray-dust without blowing up a dust storm.  If your paint involves hazardous com-

ponents or solvents, you need to have a breathing apparatus to supply you with clean filters air. (This can come from 

your air compressor).  Some people just paint outdoors.  A minor health device is a water system.       Continued 
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 I first saw this car as a 12 yr old kid.  It was purchased by the husband  of Mrs. Vasconcellos, who used to babysit me and 
lived across the street where I grew up.  He had bought it for her as a Christmas gift, brand spanking new in 1972.  I grew up loving 
this car!  I have fond memories of it ZOOOMING around the block and rumbling the windows of the neighborhood as it motored 
down the street.  What a joy it was for me to go with her to the store or get picked u at school for a ride home in it!  That rumbling 
sound, the low racing look and the way it seemed as if it were going 100 MPH, while sitting still in the driveway captivated me to the 
core as a child and continues to do so for me today.  When I returned on leave from the Army in 1981, I noticed that the Mach I was 
no longer in itõs place of honor in the driveway.  Instead there sat a brand new T-Bird.  I asked Mrs. Vasconcellos about this.  She in-
formed me that her husband had purchased the New 1982 T-Bird for her and that she never really enjoyed driving the Mach I much 
around town!  She said what most owners of these 71-73 Fastback Mustangs will tell youé YOU CAN NOT see out the rear win-
dow!  While talking with her about my time in Germany in the Army, she let me know that she was going to trade the Mach I into the 
dealer for $1100 as that was all they were going to give her for this ò9 yr old caró.  I was offered the car for the trade-in value.  At the 
time $1100 was a lot of money for me, being 21 yr old but bless her heart, she let me make payments so I could afford it.  I know that 
deep down she knew I loved this car since the day it came to rest in her driveway and was happy to see me get it for my own!  After 
my discharge as a Medic from the Army in 1984 I returned to California and joined the California National Guard full time.  The Mach 
I had sat in my Dadõs driveway the entire time waiting for my return.  In the mid 80õs I raced this car hard! I have the trophies and 
blown engine blocks to show for it!  However, the original engine block sits safely in my garage.  It has seen many of northern Califor-
niaõs drag tracks and a few tracks that only those who were òin the knowó were aware ofé Like the òLate nightó racing that used to be 
common place here and about the valley back in the 70õs and 80õs.  Like El Centro Rd. near the Sac Metro Airport after 10pm on Fri-
day and Saturday nights to try the 1/4 mi. for some pocket money! 
 After my second child was born, the cost of raising a family and work commitments put me in the position of having to put 
the òOld Mustangó of mine in the garage.  It sat from about 1993 until 2002.  This is when my son, Brian, and I started to òDe-Tuneó 
the car a bit for the street together.  This accounts for the odometer reading only a bit above 65,000 mi. today! 
I have done many speed mods to my Mach I to improve itõs handling and performance above what I had done back in the 80õs.  As you 
see it today it has a òRam-Airó fed 351 Cobra Jet built-up to take 750+ HP, dynoõed at 396 RWHP/750 cfm Barry Grant òDemonó 
carburetor/Hollman-Moody òHand Castó Blue Thunder òFULLó competition intake manifoldñ#28 of 66 produced/C-6 trans-B &M 
shift kit/Kevlar bands/billet servos/Heavy duty input-output shafts, backed with a Gear Vendors 6 speed over-under drive 
unit/9ótraction-lock rear end with 4:11 gear ratio/4 wheel Wilwood disc brakes/engine-trans oil coolers/lowered 1ó in the front 
with 720 òGrab-A-Trackó springs/full Ford racing gaugesñCyber-Dyne digital trans-engine oil temp gauges/custom 
16ófront/17õrear Magnum 500õs with Goodyear Eagle F-1 GS/D3õs to help keep it on the road.  To list all the modifications I have 
preformed would take a while to list, but I am ALWAYS willing to talk about them just for the asking! I drive this car everyday, so it 
has a few nicks, dents and scratches, but it always makes me feel 21 years old again when I hear that 351 Cleveland roar to life!  My 
favorite thing about this car is the look the òLittle Kidsó have on their faces when it drives byé Wide eyes and open mouths! Being the 
proud second owner of this Mustang and knowing that it will pass to my son, makes me pleased, proud and patriotic that it will stay in 
my family and the good old USA for what I hope are many generations to come!

 If you have running water in your shop, connect a garden hose that can be turned on and then left on all 

day long, with a connected spray nozzle for quickly wetting down an area or for washing an area.  If you donôt 

have a hose, have a 3-gallon garden can with a sprinkler head from which you can get a light sprinkle for moder-

ate wetting.  The water in this can should also be given a tablespoon of ñbaking sodaò (thatôs NaHCOį for you 

chemists) to neutralize acid spills.  Keep this water clean enough that you would not be afraid to splash it into 

your face, even to sip a little if you get something irritating into your mouth.
